CCT-NC Chamber Controls Trial Period Reset

The following instruction set will allow the user to reset the
trial period for the computer controls of a CCT-NC chamber.
Careful attention must be paid when making this adjustment
because the user will be in controller menus where the
over-temperature safety and other limits can be changed.

1) From the Main menu, click on the F9 button, or press F9
on the keyboard, as indicated below.

2) When prompted for a password, enter "220026" and
click on OK, as shown below.

3) This will direct the controller to the OEM setup page.
Locate the green “trial period” section as shown below.

4) Using the mouse, click in the value box labeled "Length
of Trial Period" and highlight the number in the box. Using
the keyboard, change the number to 365.

5) Click on the “Start Trial Period” button. This will reset
the trial period time remaining to the new value. As well, a
new Authenticity code will be generated, as shown below.

6) The newly generated authenticity code must be inserted
into a different section of the controller for verification.
This can be completed by writing down the number and
retyping it, or by using the copy and paste function of
Windows. To use the copy paste function, use the mouse
and left button to highlight the code number.

Once highlighted, hold down the keyboard Ctrl button and
also press the C key (i.e. Copy). This will copy the code
number to the clipboard (memory) of the computer.

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7) After the code number is copied to the
clipboard, click the “Return to Menu” button
at the bottom left corner of this page. This will
return the controller to the main menu screen.

8) From the Main menu, click on the F9 button, or press F9
on the keyboard

9) When prompted for a password, enter "3" and then click
on OK.

10) This will advance the display to the controller Customer
Setup page. Located on this page is a box labelled
"Authenticity Code" as indicated below.

11) Type or paste the new Authenticity Code into this box
by following the instructions at upper right.

A) Highlight the current number using the mouse.
Once highlighted, either manually type in the new
authenticity code or hold down the Ctrl key and
then the V key on the keyboard. This will paste the
authenticity code from the clipboard into this box.

12) Once the new number is entered, it must be stored.
This happens automatically after a different area of this
page is activated. To do this, simply click on another
button on this page, such as the Click to Edit Tolerances,
or Click to Edit Chamber PID Parameters. Doing so will
direct the controller to accept the new Authenticity Code
and advance to the selected subpage. To return to this
page, simply click the blue Return to Menu button.

13) Now that the new authenticity code is entered and
stored, it is a good idea to confirm that the proper code has
been recorded. To do this, follow steps 1-3 of this document
to view and verify the new Authenticity Code number.

Then follow steps 8-10 to verify that the same code
number is shown on the Customer setup page. If both
numbers match, the computer control code will be unlocked
and ready for use.

14) If you have any questions or problems, call AutoTech
Support at 1-800-433-8336.

After highlighting the code number, press Ctrl-V to paste.

Confirm that the new code number is displayed.



1) Shut off AC supply power to the outlet being
converted.

2) Remove the wall plate from the AC outlet.

3) Remove one or both screws from one side of
the receptacle(s) and loosen the other receptacle
screw(s) 1/8”.

4) Note the 6 mounting slots in the enclosure base.

5) Slide the enclosure slot(s) beneath the head of
receptacle screw(s). NOTE: Be sure to orient the
cord slots in the desired direction when installing
the enclosure (i.e., to the left, right or bottom, etc.).
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6) Reinstall the other receptacle screw(s) to
secure the enclosure in place.

7) Plug in the equipment cords and install the split
rubber grommets around the cords and into the
enclosure keyholes.

8) Install the enclosure cover and secure it with its
two mounting screws.

9) Turn on the AC supply power to the outlet.
